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Maths


This week we have been consolidating work on adding ‘1 more’ to numbers in the 1-20 range. Any work you can do practically using lego bricks or locating numbers on a number track 1-20 would be beneficial.


We have also learned about number patterns by revisiting double numbers and by looking at multiples of 10 and 5 on a 100 square. The ‘Splat Square’ game online is excellent for looking at number patterns. Here is the link.
