CHURCH OPENING: During this lockdown, public
Masses in the Parish will continue at normal times,
including at weekends.

All who are shielding should continue to
stay at home until the Government advises it is safe
to venture out. Needless to say, our church premises
and the way they are used must be a safe place, free
if possible from Corona Virus, as well as a place of
sacredness. In accordance with diocesan guidelines,
the following rules must be STRICTLY adhered to:

3. All notices outlining procedures, including
personal cleanliness and social distancing, must be
adhered to.
