MATHS


NUMBER AND PLACE VALUE


Counting in tens and ones.


Comparing numbers within 40.


Finding more or less than a given number within 40.


Making number patterns within 40. 


Counting in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s.


Doubling and halving within 10.





ADDITION AND SUBTRACTION.


Represent and use number bonds within 20.


Represent and use subtraction facts within 20.


Write mathematical statements involving addition (+), subtraction (-) and equals (=) signs


Solve one-step problems that involve addition, subtraction and missing numbers using concrete objects and pictorial representations.





MEASURES 


Compare height and length (taller, shorter, longer, shorter).


Measure things using objects and a ruler. 





ENGLISH








WORD READING FOCUS


Say the sound of all the letters and letter groups.


Use letter sounds to work out and read new words.


Read some common exception words and see where the letter sounds are different.





COMPREHENSION FOCUS


Take part in discussions about what is read to him/her, taking turns and listening to what others say.


Explain clearly his/her understanding of what is read to him/her.


Say how the characters in a story might feel on the basis of what is said and done





WRITING


Write sentences by saying out loud what they are going to write about.


Read sentences and check that they make sense.


Join sentences together to make a story.


Use capital letters and full stops to mark sentences.


Use spaces between words.


Use verbs and adjectives.





HANDWRITING


Sit correctly at a table, holding a pencil comfortably and correctly.


Form lower-case letters in the correct direction, starting and finishing in the right place.


Form capital letters.


Form digits 0-9


Understand which letters belong to which handwriting families.





SPAG


Spell words containing each of the letter sounds taught.


Spell common exception words


Name the letters of the alphabet in order.


Add s or es to words to make them plurals e.g. dog, dogs; wish, wishes.


Use suffixes ed, er, ing
