Our learning this week:

Maths: This week we have been working on word problems in maths, particularly problems involving multiplying and
dividing by 3, 4 and 8. For example: A spider has 8 legs. How many legs do 6 spiders have altogether? We have also
been continuing to convert measurements between centimetres, metres and kilometres.
