

In English, the children have continued to revise phase 3, 4 and 5 phonics to read a mixture of real and alien words. The children have also been putting sound buttons onto words themselves. A single dot is used to show single phonemes (for example, a), lines are used to show digraphs (for example, ch) and trigraphs (for example, igh). The arrow is used to show a split digraph (for example, bone).
