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This week in Maths, the children have continued to look at fractions and started to double and halve numbers. One way we have been doing this is to draw a ‘doubling face.’ Draw the number you are doubling with dots in one circle and repeat in the other circle. Then add them to find the double. Then look at one circle to see the corresponding halving fact.
In English the children have been writing sentences that contain verbs and adjectives and remembering to use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. There are three chilli choices. Most children have been doing 2 or 3 chillies. For example:
1- Happy, loud, playful.

2 - The hungry fox was jumping.

3 – The hungry fox was jumping so he could catch the bird.
