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In Maths we have continued to use denes to count in tens and ones and have discussed the value of each digit in a two digit number. For example:
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The task requires the children to partition the numbers and identify how many tens and ones each number has. There is also a stem sentence challenge. An example is provided.
The children have continued to revise a variety of phonics this week. There are some real words and alien words to read through. There is also a ‘Name the Alien’ task which the children have been doing in class. Pick a sound from the top row for the beginning of the word, a sound from the middle rows for the middle of the word and a sound from the bottom row (the exception is the split o-e) for the ending of the word. For example: whirzz or jole. Try and make 6 names and then choose the favourite to name the alien.
