This week, English and Maths homework has been set for your child on IXL. IXL is an interactive learning platform that can be accessed via a computer, tablet or smartphone. You will receive your child’s login via ParentMail on Friday (along with their Purple Mash and Times Table Rock Stars logins).


Each week when you log in you will see that your child has been assigned work to complete. We will be able to monitor progress, view work and see how long children have been using IXL. This will then allow us to provide personalised learning for your child and clearly identify the next steps needed in their progress. The expectation is that children should spend 30 minutes each week on the assigned English and maths activities. �

Maths (Due Wednesday)�Over the last two weeks, we have been learning about place value of numbers to 10 million. We have then used this knowledge to help with rounding and to solve problems. ��This week the children’s IXL maths link is on comparing numbers to 10 million.

Spellings (Test on Friday)


This year the children will continue to learn spelling rules in class as well as the statutory KS2 National Curriculum words. Each Friday the children will have a 10 word spelling test with 5 words from the statutory list and 5 words based on a rule learnt in class. 


This week the rule is for words ending -cious (e.g. delicious, conscious, malicious) for the long /shuhs/ sound. 





For nouns ending -ce, we take off the -ce and add -cious to make the noun an adjective (e.g. space - spacious). �For nouns ending -cience, we take off the -science and add -cious to make them adjectives (e.g. conscience - conscious)





RE – We have started our new RE programme ‘Come and See’ and the first topic entitled ‘Loving’. This looks at the theme of unconditional love and how even when we have friendship or family arguments, we forgive each other because we love each other. This then links to God’s unconditional love for his people.


Foundation Subjects – The children have started their topic on the heart and circulatory system and have also been working hard in PSHE, PE, Computing, French and Art. 





PE takes place on Monday and Friday each week and PE kit needs to be taken home every Friday, washed and then returned in time for Monday’s lesson. Children need a school PE kit, not leggings, football kits etc, (spare socks are a good idea. Please remember there is no jewellery to be worn including earrings (or taped if unable to take out) and long hair must be tied back.
