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Use 2 cards to make:
5 EVEN numbers.
5 ODD numbers.
Now put the numbers in order.
What is the smallest two-digit EVEN number? |
What is the smallest two-digit ODD number?
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In Maths we have started to look at odd and even numbers. The children know that odd numbers end in 1, 3, 5, 7 or 9 and even numbers end in 0, 2, 4, 6 or 8. The children need to use the digits to create two-digit odd and even numbers. We have also been ordering numbers by looking at the ten digit first and then the one digit to sequence numbers.
The children have continued to revise a variety of phonics this week. There are 11 alien names to read through and some words with missing sounds. The children need to put the missing sounds back in.
